2. Eligibility

O The applicant must complete regular primary and secondary education, equivalent to Grades 1 to 12
in the Korean education system, either in Korea or overseas.

O Completion of qualification examinations and programs such as GED, home schooling, online courses,
or language schools, and so on from the level of primary, secondary to higher education are not
regarded as equivalent to a regular academic school curriculum.

3. Admission Criteria

O There is no set quota per major.

O Evaluation is based on a holistic assessment of the submitted application and supporting documents,
assessing the applicant's academic ability, aptitude for their field of study, language proficiency
academic, and extracurricular activities.

X However an interview or test on specific skills may be conducted if necessary, depending on the
field of study. In such cases, applicants will be notified in advance with additional guidelines.

O When a tie score occurs, applicants with equal scores will all be selected for admission.

O When an applicant is considered not to have satisfied the essential requirements by the
International Admissions Committee, he or she will not be admitted.

O Admission decisions are made by the International Admissions Committee. Any other details for the
application review process follow the general admission policies of Korea University.

O Details related to the application review will not be disclosed.

O Applicants who apply to Korea University in an inadequate manner or interfere in the admission
process may face punitive consequence and have their application revoked.

O If there is a suspicion of possible plagiarism, ghostwriting of an applicant's application, the applicant
may be asked to provide an explanation. If any suspicion is confirmed, the applicant will be penatlized
and be subject a deduction on the evaluation score, cancellation, or revocation of admission at any
given time.

O Concerning the following cases, admission may be denied or revoked;

1) Applicant who does not submit required documents or submits insufficient/incomplete documents

2) Applicant who does not submit documents within the designated period

3) Applicant who fraudulently carries out the application process

4) Applicant who does not meet the eligibility criteria

5) Applicant who is considered to lack the required academic skills

6) Applicant who put the wrong name of the major in the application form that is different from the
application guide

7) Applicant who dishonestly carries out the application process or cooperates with the interference in
the application evaluation process

O If there is an inconsistency in the applicant's name on the application form and supporting
documents, it is the applicant's responsibility to provide evidence to support that the documents
are for the identical person.

O A high school transcript and certificate of attendance should be submitted from each high school
the applicant attended.

6. Guidelines for Admitted Applicants

6-1. Intensive Korean Language Program and Restrictions on Major Course Enrollment

O Admitted students may be subject to obligatory intensive Korean language training and restrictions
on major course enrollment based on their submitted TOPIK score or the level completed at the Korean
Language Center at KU (Seoul campus).

X Depending on each department (or division), students with high English language proficiency will
receive an exemption from the intensive Korean language training and there will be no restriction
in taking major courses.

6-2. Insurance

With new strict guidelines made by the National Health Insurance Act of Republic of Korea, starting
from March 2021, all foreign students (D-2 visa holders) are required to hold a National Health
Insurance (NHIS). Further details of the registration procedure will be provided by the Global
Services Center (GSC). However, the medical coverage of the national health insurance may not be
sufficient, so students are strongly advised to additionally acquire a private health insurance for your
stay in Korea.

6-3. Important notices

O It is possible for applicant to apply for change of major while studying at Korea University.
O Concerning the following cases, admission may be denied or revoked based on the rules and
regulations provided by Korea University;

1) Applicant who violates the university rules and regulations or violates the student code of conduct
from the day the applicant's scholarship result is confirmed by Korea University until he or she
commences his or her semester at Korea University

2) Applicant who is found to have fraudulently carried out the application process

and the international admission committee.
